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Formative Scripting 

A word from the Creative Director of Home Fires Players and the playwright of 

Freeze Dried Tomatoes 

  

Formative script writing is an artistic framework designed to permit sub scenes and 

cutaways during the play.  It allows for a separate type of casting enabling people with 

limited acting experience to read scripts and perform various other artistic functions.  

This style also allows for frequent scripting updates to include current events and 

ongoing situations that take place both at home and in Afghanistan.  Stage Readers adapt 

easily to scripting changes and additions that tell the stories as they happen.  The main 

purpose behind Home Fires Players and the play Freeze Dried Tomatoes was to have fun 

and involve as many people as possible.  We set out the goal of creating avenues for 

adults, youth and children that would include both French and English speaking roles, 

along with cultural and racial diversity.  The play was written to be performed by a cast 

of Home Fires Players, each with the desire to support the Canadian Forces troops in 

Afghanistan who returned in the Spring of 2009 to make new beginnings and be reunited 

with family and friends back home.  Our gift to those who stood on the front lines of 

freedom and peace in the world. 
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ACT ONE   (Summer Trees are green) 

Scene I 
Louise and neighbour at fence:  

 

Louise is always a bit naive on the uptake.  Jessica’s husband, Murray, is away a lot.  The 

two women are chatting about their lives:  Jessica has an eight year old child whose name 

is Bonnie.  Louise is single and has had relationships before, but has never settled down 

with anyone yet.  She loves children and therefore doesn’t mind when Jessica asks her if 

she wouldn’t mind looking after Bonnie when Murray gets back even though she doesn’t 

quite get the fact that Jessica wants to be alone with Murray.   All that Louise cares about 

at this point is starting her new job tonight. 

 

Jessica: Hi Louise sure is a scorcher today.  We haven‟t had weather like this 

for a long time; takes a bit of getting used to. 

Louise: (Louise enters well dressed and drying her bright red nail polish)

 Ya. I know what you mean.  I planned to work outside today in the garden 

but it‟s just too hot. 

Jessica: (shakes her head that Louise is dressed more for a date than 

gardening) Me too.  I just finished a load of laundry and thought I‟d hang it 

outside to dry, but there isn‟t a breath of air blowing and the humidity is almost as 

bad.  I like it when clothes have that fresh clean outdoors smell. 

Louise: Reminds me of when I was a child and my mom would always say 

things like, “Louise, you need to do this, or Louise you should do that because that 

will bring happiness to your home.” 

Jessica: I don‟t quite follow you. 

Louise: (bashfully) You know; taking care of things so that the other important 

things don‟t fall apart. 

Jessica: (confused) What are you saying Louise? 

Louise: Well, it‟s probably none of my business what goes on in other people‟s 

lives.  It shouldn‟t matter to me; should it now. 

Jessica: (starting to get agitated) Louise, make your point!  Are you trying to tell 

me something? 

Louise: (semi-confidently) What do I know about married life and all that.  I‟m 

still single; but Murray he sure stays away from you a lot.  Lately I haven‟t seen him 

around at all.  Are you two getting a divorce? 

Jessica: (pauses for a moment, then smiles) Louise, Murray is in the Reserves.  

He goes away a lot because he‟s involved in that. 

Louise: (shocked) Oh gosh, I‟m so sorry I didn‟t realize it was that bad.  He‟s 

involved in an affaire. 
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Jessica: (sternly) He‟s in the military!  In fact, he‟s training to go to Afghanistan 

soon.  We are not having marital problems.  It‟s his job.  He loves it... 

Louise: (gestures as if wanting to reply but Jessica cuts her off) 

Jessica:         ... and he 

loves me!  We have been expecting this for some time.  It‟s what we‟ve both planned 

together.  It‟s OK Louise.  We love each other and support each other. 

Louise: (chuckling to herself) That‟s OK.  I‟m glad that you are expecting.  My 

mother also used to say that the best way to secure a marriage was to have a child.  

So you go right ahead and I‟ll be there for you when the time comes (pause) even if 

HE ISN‟T. 

Jessica: (impatient) Louise, I‟m not expecting (she stops in mid sentence and 

changes direction); Murray and I have talked about his deployment and we are 

ready for it.  Actually, I am pregnant... 

Louise: (supportive)    ... There you see.  Good for you Jessica.  

It‟s all for the best. I know that things between you two will work themselves out. I 

just ... 

Jessica: (interrupts) ... Listen to me Louise.  You have it all wrong.  Murray is a 

soldier.  He has trained practically all his life to be a soldier.  In fact that is how we 

first met.  I fell in love with him and admired his courage and dedication.  He loves 

his work AND me too!  He plays with Bonnie and is a good father.  The baby will be 

due just about the time when he returns.  Everything is going to be just fine.  You‟ll 

see.  (aware that she may have confused Louise, again Jessica changes topics)  Look 

Louise, if you want to help us out here‟s what you can do. 

Louise: (adoringly) Oh, Jess you know I‟d do anything for you just to see you 

happy and together with Murray; a loving, supportive family. You know that 

Bonnie needs a father, don‟t you? 

Jessica: (exhausted) Louise, Murray gets home in a week or so.  I‟d really 

appreciate it if, maybe, you could look after Bonnie for just a couple of days.  She 

could stay at your place while Murray and I plan to spend some time together.  You 

know what I mean, (pause) don‟t you? 

Louise: (happily) I sure do!  You need time to patch things up a bit and he needs 

to get over his (suggestively adding quote signs with her hands in the air) 

“INVOLVEMENT”. There you see I didn‟t use the word affaire.  Bonnie and I will 

have a great time.  It‟ll be fun.  I may have to juggle my schedule a bit so that I‟m 

off when she gets home from school.  (politely) I‟m starting my new job tonight.  I‟ll 

be working at the Diner as a waitress.  I‟m so excited I can hardly wait.  Don‟t you 

worry a bit about me and Bonnie.  You have more important things on your own 

plate to take care of.  Leave everything up to me.  I love to plan things and have it all 

organized.  You‟ll see.  And then, you two can be love-birds again.  Oh this is so 

fantastic. 

 

THE SCENE ENDS AS LOUISE HEADS BACK INTO HER HOUSE, 

MOPPING HER BROW AND TALKING TO HERSELF WHILE JESSICA 

SMILES AND GENTLY FEELS HER TUMMY AND THEN TRIES TO WAVE 
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BACK AT LOUISE WHO TURNS TO HER AND CROSSES HER ARMS 

ACROSS HER CHEST AND THEN EXTENDS THEM OUT TO JESSICA. 

 

Scene II 
Bev and Kathryn at the Salon 

 

Bev is a hair stylist who owns a salon.  Kathryn is a regular client who is going to 

Afghanistan to work there as a civilian.  Kathryn loves sports and especially the Ottawa 

Senators.  While Kathryn is away, she wants Bev to use the 4 Senators game tickets at the 

Scotiabank place that she won.  They also talk about corresponding back and forth since 

Kathryn has no real close family here.  Kathryn is a woman of colour and is also 

bilingual.  Kathryn is seated in the chair and Bev is cutting her hair before she is to 

deploy. 

 

Bev: (caringly) It must be getting close to the time when you‟re going away. 

Kathryn: You know, I‟m really looking forward to this.  It‟s something I‟ve 

never done before and I‟m actually beginning to feel very proud of myself. 

Bev: And well you should.  I admire you for that too. 

Kathryn: I wonder what it will be like.  It‟s all going to be new to me.  Maybe 

I‟ll not want to come back. 

Bev: (smiling)  Well, I‟m sure when the time comes you‟ll realize that Tim 

Horton‟s coffee tastes the same in Afghanistan as it does back home. 

Kathryn: Do you think so.  It‟s funny but I was wondering about that myself.  

Will it be the same?  I know that the stories people will tell when they walk in to get 

their morning Java won‟t be quite the same.  I suspect there will be a lot of stuff on 

their minds depending on the mission and how things are going back home. 

Bev: (stops cutting) You know something.  People are the same no matter where 

they are or what they‟re doing.  The complainers complain and the talkers talk.  It 

really doesn‟t matter.  What matters to them is that you listen and let them air it 

out. 

Kathryn: One thing is for certain.  I plan to enjoy myself and put everything I 

have into serving them, no matter what their moods are.  It‟s kinda like my own way 

of supporting the troops.  I mean, they are there to put their lives on the line and 

ever since I started thinking about this job I have been paying attention to what 

others are saying.  They‟re there making a difference.  I find it‟s getting easier to 

understand it all.  At first, I felt as if it was all just madness.  Pure madness in fact.  

But then I started to think about the people over there.  The women and children.  

The old people who have never known anything else but war.  The culture that 

limits people‟s freedoms.  Who else do they turn to?  What can I do about it? 

Bev: I‟ve been in your situation before and I know what it means to care.  You are 

strong and you believe in what you‟re doing.  That‟s what makes you part of this.  

People over there will see that too. 
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Kathryn: (almost fighting off the tears) I don‟t know how I‟ll handle it if one of 

them dies on a mission.  Part of me says, “Don‟t get too close.  Don‟t look into their 

eyes.”  That way you don‟t get hurt.  I suppose it‟s going to happen.  I mean I don‟t 

wish it to happen, but it will and I don‟t know if I‟ll ever be prepared for that.  You 

know what I mean? 

Bev: I know.  And I also know that you‟ll be fine.  Because you care and because 

you show your emotions and because you are a courageous gal with a heck of a 

sense of humour.  (both chuckle)  You won‟t have to worry.  When the time comes 

things will all fall into place and you will say the right things at the right time and 

you too will be making a difference just like they are.  (straightens herself up and 

switches topics) Just remember to take plenty of pictures. 

Kathryn: That reminds me.  Would it be alright if I wrote to you now and again 

just to keep in touch?  I don‟t have any family and there‟s no one else in my life 

right now.  I promise to take pictures. 

Bev: (removes the apron) That would be great like keeping the home fires 

burning.  And I‟ll make you bored with all the mundane stuff going on back here.  

(comically) No wait.  That might turn you off returning home if you get the idea that 

life there is better than back home.  It would give me a real reason to put up a 

yellow ribbon in the salon and maybe buy some cute red stuff to wear for Fridays! 

Kathryn: (gets out of the chair as both walk to the counter) (impishly) Maybe too 

the kind of sexy red things that you don‟t always get to show. (snickering).  Before I 

forget.  I won four Sens tickets that I won‟t be able to use while I am away.  It would 

be a shame to let them go to waste.  I want you to have them (hands over the tickets) 

and then write and tell me all about the game.  Do you think I‟ll be able to watch 

hockey over there? 

Bev: I sure hope so.  I pity the Taliban guy who cuts off your cable in the middle 

of a game.  Perhaps you‟ll become a new secret weapon.  (both laugh as they each 

exchange their email addresses) 

THE SCENE ENDS AS THE TWO WOMEN LAUGH TOGETHER.  AS 

KATHRYN TRIES TO PAY FOR HER CUT, BEV JUST MOTIONS HER OFF 

WHILE HOLDING ON TO THE TICKETS. 

Scene III 
Alex and Louise at the Diner 

 

Louise is serving and comes over to Alex.  She offers him a menu but it turns out to be 

the breakfast menu.  Alex has had a bad day.  He coaches the school soccer team that lost 

their game today because the star player, Brian, was unexpectedly missing from the team.  

Louise takes his order but forgets to give it to the kitchen.  She keeps bringing him a 

glass of water until he has at least eight glasses on the table.  Louise chats with Alex 

about the game each time she returns to his table.  She also talks about her neighbour who 

is never home.  She asks for his order again realizing that she never sent it to the kitchen.  

The scene ends with Louise saying:  “Would you like to go somewhere for dinner?  I’m 

off in a few minutes.”  as she offers him yet another glass of water. 
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Louise: Would you like a menu?  The special tonight is...  (she stops because 

she can‟t remember and has to go over to the counter and then returns with a glass 

of water) ... pea soup. 

Alex: Thanks.  I‟ll take a menu instead. 

Louise: (she goes away again and returns with a menu and another glass of water)

 Here you go.  (then she goes away) 

Alex: (opens the menu and chuckles. He closes it and looks around for the waitress) 

Louise: (politely) (hands him another glass of water and says) And what 

will you have? 

Alex: (being also polite) Could I please have a dinner menu? 

Louise: (being more polite) Sir, I just gave you the menu, perhaps you need more 

time to look it over.  I‟ll be back in a minute. (she goes away) 

Alex: (frustrated) (walks over and gets his own dinner menu leaving the 

breakfast menu there and returns to his seat) 

Louise: (returns just after he gets seated again and puts another glass of water 

on the table) Have you decided what to order? 

Alex: (mumbles to himself and opens the menu) I haven‟t had a chance to look at 

the dinner menu yet, could you give me a bit more time? 

Louise: (feeling clever) Sure, but do you need me to read it to you? 

Alex: No thank you. I‟ll just look at the pictures and then decide. 

Louise: (satisfied with that answer) OK, I‟ll leave you alone to do that and when you 

are ready just wave. 

Alex: I‟ll be sure and do that. 

Louise: (This time she watches him and eagerly responds when he waves by 

bringing him his fifth glass of water.) And what will you have? 

Alex: It‟s been a hard day and I‟m starving, could I please have the sirloin steak 

with mashed potatoes and gravy on the side.  I‟ll have the pea soup with that and a 

coffee. 

Louise: To go or to stay? 

Alex: (puzzled) Huh? 

Louise: (politely) Would you like your coffee to go or to stay?  I‟m just supposed 

to ask. 

Alex: (after thinking better of trying to respond says) To stay. 

Louise: Cream and sugar to go? 

Alex: (sees that there is cream and sugar on the table) No just black thank you.  

I‟ll add my own cream and sugar here at the table. 

Louise: (strongly) Sir, you have to leave the cream and sugar there, you can‟t 

take it with you. 

Alex: (now with patience) I promise that I won‟t remove the cream and sugar 

from the table when I leave. 

Louise: (matter of fact) So should I cancel your steak if you‟re only having 

coffee.  I thought you said that you were “starving”. 

Alex: No, no. Don‟t do that I want the steak.  Medium rare if you please. 

Louise: And do you still want the mashed potatoes with gravy on the side. 

Alex: Yes please. 
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Louise: (confidently) OK (then she leaves and passes by the menu board with big 

letters that says Soup: Cheese and Chicken Gumbo.  She then panics and heads for 

the water jug table. When she returns out of breath, she brings the sixth glass of 

water and is oblivious to all the rest of the glasses of water that have not been 

touched yet.) Well you can‟t have pea soup. 

Alex: But I thought you said that it was on special tonight. 

Louise: (apologetically) No.  Pea Soup was the special yesterday.  I just made a 

tiny mistake.  It‟s cheese and chicken gumbo.  I‟ll bring that to you instead but 

you‟ll have to sit here and eat it „cause it‟s not available from the take-out menu. 

Alex: But I wasn‟t... never mind (he puts his head in his hands and doesn‟t see her 

slip away) I‟ll cancel the soup. 

Louise: (she returns with the seventh glass of water) How was your meal?  

Was your steak cooked just right? 

Alex: What meal. You haven‟t brought me any food yet, only enough water to 

drown myself. 

Louise: Oh, you‟re discouraged.  Having a bad night?  What‟s the matter? 

Alex: Matter of fact, it‟s been a terrible night.  Our best player on our soccer team 

never showed up and we lost the game to the last place team.  We played awful and 

the team just fell apart. 

Louise: (listening intently) Tonight‟s my first time on the job.  I‟ve been so nervous 

about it and I just want everything to go alright.  Let me go now and check on your 

order then we can talk some more. (she goes away). 

Alex: (he watches her with a bit more interest and affection). 

Louise: (she returns after searching for the order on her order pad, and realizes 

that she used the breakfast pad (red) and not the dinner pad (green) almost in tears 

she tries to speak but the words just won‟t come) 

Alex: Is my supper ready? 

Louise: (shaking her head sideways) 

Alex: Are they still preparing it in the kitchen? 

Louise: (again shaking her head sideways) 

Alex: Did you forget to put my order in? 

Louise: (shaking her head deliberately up and down) 

Alex: Care to tell me more about your day? 

Louise: (sobbing a bit) Well it all started out when I found out that my best 

friend is having troubles with her relationship and she‟s pregnant and he‟s never 

around much because he‟s always off being “involved”. That‟s just her word for 

“He‟s having an affair.”  And it‟s so sad because they have an adorable five year old 

daughter who needs a father.  Please excuse me for a minute while I clean myself up. 

(she leaves goes over to the water jug – dips both hands into the water to splash 

herself then pours a glass from the same jug and returns.)  My name is Louise. 

Alex: Mine‟s Alex. 

Louise: (she adds one more glass of water to the table as she says) Say, 

would you like to go out somewhere for dinner.  My shift is nearly over and  I bet 

that you are just starving. 

Alex: (stands and smiling at her longingly) I‟d like that very much. (he hands 

her one of his eight glasses of water and they clink them together in a toast.) 
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Louise: There‟s just one thing. 

Alex: What‟s that? 

Louise: I will have to charge you for the coffee to go if that‟s alright with you. 

Alex: (he looks pathetically at the glasses of water and no coffee in sight) And I 

promise that I won‟t take away the cream or the sugar (referring to her) either. 

THE SCENE ENDS AS THE TWO WALK OUT OF THE DINER.  ALEX HAS 

HIS COAT WITH HIM AND CARINGLY WRAPS IT AROUND HER 

SHOULDERS. 

Scene IV a 
Brian and his Dad (Gary) meeting the bus 

 

The Scene takes place outside near the bus that Gary needs to board on his way to 

catching the plane for Afghanistan.  Gary is dressed in his tan cadpat uniform.  The bus 

driver is revving the engine.  It’s a tender scene as Brian loves his Dad very much, 

however, Brian remains conflicted about his parent’s relationship and masks his hurt with 

pent up frustration which comes across as a passive form of anger.  Brian pulls out his 

iPod and gives it to his Dad as a going away present.  He tries to teach him how to use it 

but there isn’t enough time.  He manages to get out that the iPod is loaded with “oldies” 

songs for his Dad.  There is also a loving message from Brian to his Dad.  They hug one 

more time then Gary leaves.  Brian realizes too late that he forgot to give him the ear 

buds.  He collapses in despair once he realizes his mistake. 

 

Brian: (Gary approaches in the dark toward the bus stop where Brian is waiting 

and searching for his dad.  The two meet somewhat unexpectedly as Brian hands 

over his iPod to his Dad and breaks the silence.) I want you to keep this.  I put a 

bunch of songs on it that you like. 

Gary: What about the ones you like? 

Brian: I erased those. You don‟t want to listen to that. 

Gary: I might, you never know. 

Brian: (fighting the tears and energetically) Hey Dad, mom and I will be 

alright.  I‟ll make sure to leave my room in a mess just so she can keep after me. 

Gary: I‟m going to miss you both.  But before you know it I‟ll be back just in time 

for your birthday.  You‟re going to be 10 aren‟t you? 

Brian: I‟m a lot older than that, more like 21 I‟d say. 

Gary: You‟re a lot closer to 10 than 21.  Anyway you‟ll be the man around the 

house while I‟m gone so you better shape up. 

Brian: Do you ever think that you and mom will ever...  

Gary: (he cuts him off for both of their sake‟s) We‟ve been all over that.  It‟s not 

likely that my going over to Afghanistan is going to make a difference in our 

relationship.  It‟s been difficult on all of us.  We‟ve been separated now for almost 

two years.  I still love your mom but we can‟t seem to get along any more.  It‟s not 

your fault son.  You had nothing to do with it. 
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Brian: (bravely) Yah, it isn‟t like we all don‟t make mistakes.  Do you remember 

how that thing works?  Here, let me show you. 

Gary: I really must be getting on the bus or maybe you want me to walk all the way 

to Kandahar? 

Brian: Now there‟s an idea. 

Gary: Come on and give me one last big hug.  (he reaches over and embraces his 

son.  They pause in their embrace as the bus driver sounds the horn.)  I‟ve gotta go.  

I love you so much, and take care of your mother for me. BYE.  (he exits to the left) 

Brian: (pulls out the iPod ear buds) Wait, Dad, I forgot to give you these.  You‟ll 

need them or else you can‟t hear the message that I made for you.  (he collapses on 

the spot in despair) 

 

Sub Scene IV a (audience stage left) 
Gary appears alongside of Kathryn (Bev’s client) on the Reader stand to the audience 

Left.  They appear to be talking and she is showing him how to work the iPod.  She 

reaches into her pocket and hands him her ear buds.  At first he motions to her his refusal, 

but she persists.  Then Kathryn breaks the silence with the line “Don’t worry about me, I 

won’t be needing them anymore, besides there’ll be plenty more over there, I’ll be doing 

just fine.”    The scene continues as Gary listens to the recording, which Brian made, as 

the audio is played back to the audience. 

 

Kathryn: “Don‟t worry about me, I won‟t be needing them anymore, besides 

there‟ll be plenty more over there, I‟ll be doing just fine.”  (Kathryn exits leaving 

Gary on one of the reading stands listening to the iPod)   

Brian: (recorded for playback) If you are hearing this then probably you helped 

my Dad work this iPod.  Thanks.  If this truly is you Dad, then you‟ve figured it out 

and are listening to what I have to say.  First off.  I love you.  And I am also proud of 

you for doing something that you honestly believe in.  It‟s hard being so far away 

but I can live with that, so long as you stay safe.  Remember to keep your head 

down.  Never talk to strangers or accept candy from them.  Laugh Dad, that‟s 

supposed to be a joke.  (pause) Don‟t accept rides with them either.  Remember to 

always look up and when you see the sun or the moon that I‟ll be doing the same 

thing.  That way we will always be together.  Well I better stop this recording or you 

won‟t get any songs.  I won‟t be saying “good bye” because I will always be with 

you, so I‟ll say “Hello” instead.  I love you, Dad. Love Brian.  P.S. you can keep the 

iPod after you get back so long as you buy me a bigger one. Love you lots. Brian. 

(the song by Madona “I will remember” continues to play as the segment shifts back 

to the main stage.) 

Return Scene Act I IV b 
The scene now shifts back to Brian as the Reader’s Stage fades to darkness and Gary 

exits from his Reading position. 
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AS BRIAN GETS UP FROM THE GROUND THERE ARE LEAVES FALLING 

AND BEING BLOWN AROUND ON THE STAGE.  HE KICKS THEM AS HE 

EXITS.  THE SUMMER GREEN TREE HAS BEEN REPLACED BY AN 

AUTUMN COLOURED TREE AS ACT ONE COMES TO A CLOSE. 

  

ACT TWO (Fall Trees are changing) 

Scene I a 
Inside Bev’s Salon with Brian, Alex and Bev 

 

Bev’s Salon is slowly becoming the place where everyone comes together in supporting 

one another and Bev is emerging as the leading catalyst.  She has two Senators tickets to 

give away and wants Alex to have them since he too loves hockey and Senators.  Alex is 

still talking about the loss and the fact that his star player was missing as Brian walks into 

the salon.  “Well here he is.”  Brian takes his seat and waits.  Bev soon finishes up with 

Alex and gives him his tickets.  There is a brief but cool exchange.  Alex tells Brian to 

come and see him but not now.  Alex leaves salon.  Brian gets into chair and wants all his 

hair cut off to look like a soldier, is speaking angrily and with no self-interest, Bev 

realizes he his hurt.  She allows him to talk about his Dad and Mom.  They separated over 

two years ago and now Mom has a new friend.  Brian can’t handle it and believes that 

there just wasn’t enough time to adjust or get counselling before Dad had to go.  Bev 

talks about her friend Kathryn (her client) who is also anxious of going. She mentions the 

hockey tickets and coaxes Brian to ask his Mom if he can go to the game.  Bev tells Brian 

about her son but he is quite young.  Bev invites Brian, her Mom and friend to have 

dinner together so they can talk about Brian going to the hockey game.  Maybe the two 

boys will hit it off. 

 

Alex: (seated in the salon chair) Do you have Kids? 

Bev: (pauses hoping that he will continue) 

Alex: I mean it‟s getting harder and harder to understand kids these days; 

especially teenagers.  I coach sports teams at the high school.  My name‟s Alex and I 

guess yours is Bev since you‟re the owner.  I can‟t get my head around the fact that 

growing up today is so much different.  Things don‟t mean very much. All the 

sacrifices are gone.  There‟s no more “Give it up for the team”.  Like last week, we 

had the chance to take over first place in soccer. We had the chance to make the 

playoffs.  Only one team from our division gets in.  We played the last place team.  

They hadn‟t won a game all season and we lost.  Our star player, Brian just wasn‟t 

there; and no idea where he went, or why he didn‟t play.  We lost because of him.  

Truth is we start Basketball season in a month or so and I need him for that, but if I 

can‟t rely on him, what‟s the use. 

Brian: (comes into the salon and slumps down into a waiting chair) 

Alex: (victoriously) “Well here he is.” 

Brian: (sarcastically)  You still getting over it?  Coach. 
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Alex: Oh, yah, I‟m well over it now.  Getting ready to start basketball soon.  

Interested?  Maybe you best come and see me before tryouts this year.  We need to 

chat about your commitment level.  Not now, I‟m kinda busy.  (Bev takes the apron 

away and Ales gets up from his chair. He turns to Bev and says) Thanks for these 

tickets.  Very thoughtful of you (he glances back at Brian as he pays Bev). Keep the 

change (semi angrily as he stares at Brian who also stares him back) I hope it makes 

us even. 

Bev: (hurt and confused) I hope you enjoy the game.  (Then she turns away and 

starts sweeping up to get ready for Brian who is next after se drops a dime in the tip 

jar) 

Alex: (abruptly to Brian) I‟ll see you later in my office. 

Brian: (amusingly) Right, Coach.  Later.  (deliberately) My office, I mean 

(sarcastic pause) your office. 

Alex: (scoffs and hastily exits the salon) 

Bev: I take it you‟re Brian.  You‟re next. 

Brian: (defiantly he has already taken his seat in the chair) Cut it all off.  I want 

it buzzed.  Give me the jar head look. 

Bev: (showing concern) Are you sure about that?  Are you joining the Forces? 

Brian: (opens up a bit) I‟m not sure.  Do you think I should? 

Bev: (following his lead) That depends. 

Brian: On what? 

Bev: On what your real motives are?  Why do you feel you need to shave your 

head? 

Brian: (begins to break down) It‟s all between me and my Dad. 

Bev: You two aren‟t getting along?  Is that it? 

Brian: No. Not exactly.  You see the other night when I was supposed to be at the 

soccer game.  (he nods with his head) That one.  I was saying good bye to my Dad 

who was leaving on a bus to go to Afghanistan.  (he pauses fighting back tears) 

Bev: (jokingly) Your Dad was taking a bus all the way to Afghanistan from 

here? 

Brian: (lets out a laugh) Sounds stupid.  Pretty long trip. 

Bev: Not to mention crossing the ocean underwater. 

Brian: Dad and Mom separated a few years ago and now he‟s gone “over” the ocean 

and Mom has been seeing someone else.  I guess I never really expected anything 

like this would ever happen.  I kept hoping that the two of them would work it out.  

I know Dad still loves her, so why can‟t they just get it together?  When one talks 

the other listens. 

Bev: (pretends she is busy so that he will continue) 

Brian: I‟ve gotten to like Jeffrey.  He‟s OK.  It just hit me all of a sudden that we‟re 

never going to be a family again.  I want my Dad and my Mom to be happy. 

Bev: Do you feel like you‟re betraying your Dad (stops herself) maybe that‟s too 

strong of a word.  Do you feel bad about what your Dad will think if you support 

your Mom and her new friend?  Do you feel like it‟s wrong to do that? 

Brian: I do.  It feels a lot like now I‟m giving up; like turning my back or something.  

It doesn‟t feel right.  I want it to turn out right so we can all be happy again.  Is that 

so wrong? 
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Bev: Shaving off your head is what‟s wrong. 

Brian: (sheepishly) The whole idea was pretty stupid.  Thanks for not scalping me 

while you listened. 

Bev: I usually let my customers get it out before I start working on them.  It 

avoids me having to (sarcastically) catch the bus later and get all wet. 

Brian: Yah, I know.  Thanks.  Now I‟ll have to go and see Mr. Watson and see if 

he‟ll understand.  I really want to play on the basketball team again this year.  And 

I won‟t let my team down again.  It‟s just that I had to do it and I didn‟t want 

anyone else to know about it. 

Bev: I‟m sure you‟ll both work it out.  If you are as good a player as he says you 

are he‟s going to need you to play. 

Brian: (pleasantly surprised) Mr. Watson said that? 

Bev: (nods her head in approval) Say, I have an idea in mind.  My son, Harvey, 

loves to play hockey, but he‟s still a bit young to take to an evening game at the 

Scotiabank place.  I can get him to an afternoon game or something.  What if I were 

to invite your Mom and her friend and you over to dinner at my place soon and then 

we could see if she would let you go with me to a game.  Would you like that? 

Brian: That would be awesome.  And maybe I could drop by the arena sometime 

when Harvey is playing and cheer him on. 

Bev: You are a mother‟s dream.  Let‟s say right after Halloween. 

Brian: And I meant what I said about spending time with Harvey.  He needs to have 

someone else who can chill with him. 

Bev: I know.  I have a client of mine who‟s almost become my best friend.  She 

just left for Afghanistan to work in their Tim Horton‟s and we both exchanged 

emails.  She‟s the one that gave me the tickets.  I read her emails all the time, 

whenever she can send them.  She‟s a real sports fanatic and loves the Sens.  (hands 

Brian the email) You can read it while I give you a nice trim. 

Sub Scene Act II 1a (audience stage left) 
Kathryn dressed in a Tim Horton’s uniform  appears on the reading stand to the audience 

left and reads her own email out loud. 

 

Kathryn: (acting as a Stage Reader) Hey Bev.  Hope you haven‟t forgotten to 

use those tickets.  I hope that you found someone special to share them with.  I envy 

you being able to be there and watch the excitement first hand.  I had all of the 

excitement that I could handle today.  There was a roadside bomb exploded and a 

couple of serious injuries.  They managed to get them out safely but they‟re not sure 

if they can save the person‟s legs, who was hurt the worst.  They‟re going to try but 

one of the guys here told me all about his friend‟s passion for hockey and his hopes 

to maybe one day play in the NHL.  I thought of letting Don Cherry know about 

him and maybe he could say something on the air about it and console his family.  

It‟s great having you as a friend.  Someone who is near yet far away from all of this.  

Everyone and I mean everyone here is so committed and so focused.  They all see 

the news in the papers from back home and wonder why we are having doubts.  It‟s 

all still madness, but there is a huge difference being made.  There‟s a sense of chaos 
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but things aren‟t chaotic if you know what I mean.  Got to get some sleep now so 

that tomorrow I can breathe in more of that awful moon dust that blows around 

here.  Love Kathryn.  P.S. Have yourself a cold one at the game just for me.  

 

Return to Act II I b 
The scene shifts back to the salon as Bev and Brian walk toward the salon entrance. 

 

Bev: (removes the apron) Be sure and let your Mom know that I‟ll be calling her 

and don‟t worry about Mr. Watson.  I‟m sure that he‟ll understand. 

Brian: OK.  We‟re cool. (gets out of the chair and the two walk to the counter) 

 

THE SCENE ENDS AS BRIAN LEAVES THE SALON AND PEOPLE ALONG 

THE STREET ARE MAKING PREPARATIONS FOR HALLOWEEN AND 

CARRYING PUMPKINS AND GETTING CANDIES. BETWEEN SCENES THE 

CHILDREN OF THE PLAY ACCOMPANIED BY THEIR STAGE PARENTS 

ALL DRESSED IN COSTUMES GO TRICK OR TREAT THROUGHOUT A 

PORTION OF THE AUDIENCE  COLLECTING SPARE CHANGE FOR THE 

WOUNDED SOLDIERS FUND.  DONATION CANISTERS ARE ALSO 

AVAILABLE THROUGHOUT THE THEATRE FOR OTHER PATRONS TO 

MAKE DONATIONS AS WELL WHEN THEY EXIT.  THE HALLOWEEN 

GROUP  DISAPPEARS INTO THE NIGHT AS THE FOLLOWING SCENE 

BEGINS. 

Scene II a 
Halloween with Alex and Louise at her home. 

 

Alex has invented a costume of his own and appears at Louise’s home as a women’s 

outhouse.  He stands outside her door and in a childlike voice calls out to her “Trick or 

Treat”.  Louise, without looking outside for fear of being noticed says it is kind of late 

and tells the caller that she has no more candy.  Alex then replies in his own natural voice 

that he has plenty of candy out there.  She opens her door and sees the costume, the 

outhouse door opens with humorous graffiti on the door that the audience now sees and 

she laughs as she goes inside the “outhouse”. 

 

Alex: (disguising his voice as a child) Trick or treat. 

Louise: (comes to the door and avoids looking outside) It‟s very late and I‟m all out 

of candy.  Sorry. 

Alex: (using his own voice) That‟s fine. I brought my own sugar this time (pause) 

and have more than enough candy for both of us out here. 

Louise: (gingerly opens the door and then laughs at the clever disguise) Alex is 

that you in there? 

Alex: (slowly opens the outhouse door without saying a word) 
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Louise: (smiles sheepishly) Alex.  Whatever did you have in mind? (she enters the 

outhouse and the sounds of laughter are heard from inside) 

Sub Scene Act II 2 a (audience stage left) 
A Reader dressed as a black American in a suit emerges on the Readers stand to the left 

side of the audience. 

 

Reader: (dressed in a suit to resemble president elect Obama)  Change has 

come to America.  (cheers and shouts come from backstage as tickertape falls. 

Return Act II 2 b 
The door of the outhouse opens again and Louise backs out.  Her hair is ruffled and she is 

wiping her lips. She blows Alex another kiss and then hurries inside. 

THE SCENE ENDS WITH ALEX TAKING OFF THE COSTUME AND 

LOOKING UP TO WHERE HER WINDOW WOULD BE.  THEN HE CLAPS 

HIS HANDS TOGETHER AS A VICTORY AND DASHES OFF INTO THE 

NIGHT. 

Scene III a 
Inside the local hockey arena with Bev and her son Harvey , Betty and her 

daughter Anne and Brian.   

 

Bev is watching her son, Harvey, playing hockey on the ice.  The Moms are all gathered 

together in one place and are talking with each other about their lives.  How busy they are 

going from place to place like a taxi mom.  Bev takes the opportunity to talk about her 

client friend Kathryn and read one of her letters to the group. 

 

Bev: (settling down in her seat with the other Moms) I guess they can‟t really 

turn up the heat in this place.  My feet get awfully cold on these cement floors.  I had 

trouble finding a place to park so I let Harvey out at the door.  I see he made it to 

the bench OK.  Actually I don‟t mind coming to his practices and games.  It gives 

me a bit of a break and time to think.  How‟s your son doing Betty?  I heard that he 

had a bad fall after last week‟s practice.  Hi Anne. 

Anne: Hello Mrs. Beauchamp  

Betty: He‟s doing just fine now.  Just a mild sprain. Did you bring any more emails 

with you from your friend Kathryn?  How‟s she doing? 

Anne: Mom, can I go sit with some of my friends? 

Betty: (nods her head yes)   

Bev: (Bev pulls an email from her pocket and gives it to Betty) She‟s doing great.  

The other day she had a bit of a scare.  She talked about the story in the news where 

the reporter was kidnapped for 28 days.  She said that a few people heard about it 

but no one was supposed to talk about it.  I wrote an email back telling her that 
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Mellissa Fung‟s story was kept a secret until she was rescued and that now she is 

back home and safe. 

Brian: (enters along the boards near the bench where Harvey is sitting) 

Bev: Say, do you know who that is?  His name is Brian Watts, Karen‟s boy.  He 

and Harvey have become quite good friends while his Dad is serving in Afghanistan.  

He‟s a good boy and a super athlete.  (just then a goal is scored and Harvey made 

the assist.  The Moms cheer and Brian gives Harvey a pat on the back as he returns 

to the bench).  I‟m afraid that goal is a little too late to change the outcome. 

Betty: Can I take this with me and read it later?  I like getting a different 

perspective on the things happening over there.  I‟ll see that you get it back 

(everyone starts slowly packing up and getting ready to go while the email is read by 

Kathryn). 

Sub Scene Act II 3 a (audience stage left) 
Kathryn reads her email from the Readers stand on audience stage left.  The email talks 

about Tim Horton’s coffee, how the weather is changing, a few close calls on the road for 

the soldiers plus the fact that she loves selling them coffee like back home.  Also she 

meets lots of them who really are lonely and like to talk. 

 

Kathryn: (dressed in a Tim Horton‟s outfit) Hello again Bev.  It‟s not quite so 

hot these days.  I had quite a bad bout with the Kandahar moon dust that knocked 

me out of commission for a while.  The dust is everywhere and it‟s so fine and 

carries with it a lot of bad things that you don‟t want to know about.  I‟ve made 

friends with lots and lots of people.  The other day in fact I met up with a gal named 

Cindy.  (Cindy enters the reader‟s stage area from the left and reads a report)  Like 

me she doesn‟t seem to have any family back home.  She has a brother though but 

she‟s not sure about where he is.  Seems they were both caught up in some sort of 

family feud once and haven‟t had much to do with each other ever since.  Jealousy 

perhaps or something else.  She is a great nurse with a lot of compassion to go along 

with her other skills.  She‟s always right there whenever the wounded come in.  She 

hardly ever sleeps.  She drinks lots of coffee.  (Cindy exits to the left)  We talk a lot 

about things.  Like everyone else here she gets lonely, but hasn‟t the time to deal 

with it much.  Being here is like one big long day that never seems to end.  Nothing 

ever stops.  The sun comes up and the moon shines at night but the mission never 

stops.  It just keeps going and going.  I‟ve been taking lots of pictures.  It is beautiful 

but the real beauty is in the eyes of the children and the old people who come 

around or need some medical help.  Everything else is on a never ending treadmill 

and life seems to revolve around the boardwalk.  There‟s Emerald lake too but you 

don‟t go near the water.  McDonald‟s is still a rumour ever since Burger King 

nearly burned down the trailer.  I‟m losing weight.  Wahoo.  Miss you lots. Love 

Kathryn. 

Return to Act II 3 b 
The buzzer goes off to end game and two boys go off together even though Harvey’s 

team didn’t win. 
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THE MOMS CONTINUE PACKING UP THEIR THINGS AND GETTING 

READY FOR THE TRIP HOME.  BEV PASSES AROUND SOME OF THE 

PICTURES THAT KATHRYN SENT AND EVEN THOUGH THE MOMS ARE 

WEARING THE COLOURS REPRESENTING THEIR SON’S TEAM THEY 

ALL CELEBRATE TOGETHER AS ONE. 

Scene IV a 
Remembrance Day celebrated by Brian, Alex, Louise and Bev 

 

Brian meets with Alex and explains his actions and about missing his Dad.  He feels 

sorry for himself and somewhat afraid about his Dad being in Afghanistan.  Alex lets 

down his guard and talks about his sister and how they never seemed to get along.  He 

thinks that she joined the military but is not sure where she is.  He admits that he misses 

her too and the lost relationship.  The two make up and then decide to go to the 

Remembrance Day Service together.  Alex searches in his desk and gives a poppy to 

Brian.  The two meet up with Louise and as they walk together by the salon, Bev joins 

them. 

Brian: (knocks on the door of Alex‟s office) Is it OK to come in? 

Alex: Come on in Brian I‟ve been expecting you. Have a seat and tell me about why 

I should let you try out for the basketball team. 

Brian: (apologetically takes a seat and waits for him to finish) Coach, I know I 

screwed up and let the whole team down.  I didn‟t make it to the game because I 

needed to see my Dad off. He left for Afghanistan. 

Alex: (unexpectedly) Say more about that.  Why didn‟t you just let me know ahead 

of time? 

Brian: I really didn‟t want people to know about it.  I figured I wasn‟t going to be 

missed and we‟d win anyway.  I wanted to keep it private but I never counted on 

this. 

Alex: (gets up from behind his desk and walks over to him) You did the right 

thing.  It wouldn‟t have changed anything.  I just wish that I knew sooner.  I was 

pretty angry with you. 

Brian: Yah, I noticed. 

Alex: I have a sister in the military or at least I think she‟s in the military.  She left 

home because things were never easy.  We didn‟t get along either, but it wasn‟t our 

fault.  We lost track of each other over the years.  I think that she ended up 

becoming a nurse.  Anyway, it‟s a long story.  Family is so important and I never 

did get the chance to say goodbye to Cindy before she left.  I doubt if I‟ll ever get the 

chance.  (pauses to catch his breath) I was planning on going to the Remembrance 

Day ceremony with Louise; we‟ve been seeing each other lately. Bev will be meeting 

up with us too.  She runs the hair salon; you‟ll know who she is.  Want to tag along 

with us? 

Brian: Sure. 

Alex: (goes back and ruffles around in his desk to find a poppy) Here, put this 

on.  I have another one on my jacket.  We should get going. 
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Sub Scene Act II 4 a (audience stage left) 
Readers dressed in Tan Cadpat uniforms enter the Readers stage to the audience Left and 

stand at attention as the Last Post is played on a trumpet. In Remembrance the audience 

also stands when the trumpeter plays. 

Sub Scene Act II 4 b (audience stage right) 
Reader on the opposite stage to the audience right dressed as a member of the Legion 

recites the Act of Remembrance. 

 

Legion Member: (reading from a Readers stand to the audience right) They shall 

grow not old, as we that are left grow old: Age shall not weary them, nor the years 

condemn.  At the going down of the sun and in the morning we will remember them. 

Return to Act II 4 c 
Alex and Brian are joined by Bev still wearing her salon apron and Louise in her waitress 

attire.  At the conclusion of the Act of Remembrance they all speak in unison and then 

privately make their own remembrances.  It’s a tender moment until Louise breaks the 

spell with her little bombshell referring to her dear close friend in the military whose 

name is Murray. 

 

Bev, Louise, Brian and Alex: (reverently) We will remember them. 

Bev: (softly) Kathryn be strong. 

Brian: (softer still) Be safe Dad. 

Alex: (hand across his chest) I love you sis wherever you may be. (then he puts 

his arm around Louise) Have you anyone serving in the military that you would 

like to remember? 

Louise: (thinks for a moment then replies spontaneously) As a matter of fact 

there is someone who‟s very near and dear to me fighting in Afghanistan right now. 

Alex: (eagerly) Oh ya, what‟s her name? 

Louise: (perky and enthusiastically) His name is Murray and I‟ve been 

thinking an awful lot about him lately and wanting to tell him that somebody back 

here loves him very much (nodding her head up and down) and really wishes she 

was together with him back home again. 

Bev: (nervously) I have to hurry back now to the salon; right now in fact.  Come 

on Louise, why don‟t we head back that way and let Alex and Brian find their way 

home together. 

Alex: (is hurt and confused as he watches Bev and Louise hustle off) 

Brian: (doesn‟t quite get the impact of what just happened because he is still caught 

up in the whole Remembrance ceremony) 

Alex: (commandingly to Brian) You go ahead on your own.  I need to stay here 

for a while and think on my own.  (he smiles with courage)  Glad to have you back 

on the team again. 
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THE SCENE COMES TO A CLOSE AND THE AUTUMN TREE (THE ONE 

SYMBOLIZING THE FOUR SEASONS) HAS BEEN REPLACED BY A 

WHITE ONE AS A HINT OF SNOW IS SWIRLING AROUND ON STAGE.  

ALL THREE PERSONS INCLUDING ALEX, BRIAN AND BEV HAPPENED 

TO CATCH WHAT LOUISE WAS SAYING AS THEY EACH LOOKED TO 

CONSOLE ALEX WITH THEIR EYES WITHOUT REALLY KNOWING WHAT 

ELSE TO DO.  ALEX REMAINS ON STAGE AS THE OTHERS EXIT AND 

ACT II COMES TO ITS CLOSE.  HIS ACTIONS CONVEY A STRONG 

MESSAGE WITHOUT WORDS THAT HE KNEW SOMETHING WAS GOING 

TO HAPPEN LIKE THIS. 

ACT THREE (Winter Trees are barren) 

Scene I 
Bev’s salon with Louise, Alex, Brian and Bev preparing for the Senator’s Game 

 

Louise comes to salon to get her hair done up for the big date with Alex.  She wants a cut, 

perm, colour and a facial.  Bev tells her about a new product facial that will also tan her 

skin.  She warns her that it can only stay on for a short time. Louise doesn’t listen 

because she is in love with Alex, who doesn’t know that Murray is not a boyfriend.  

Besides, it’s winter so she could use some extra colour.  Bev has finished her cut and 

while the colour is being set she applies the “mud pack” facial.  Bev is so excited because 

this is her first time applying this product. 

 

Alex comes in wanting a haircut and shave.  He’s not so excited because of Murray in 

Louise’s life, and in fact he makes comments that are not nice about Louise’s overall 

appearance.   Bev tries to shut him up by sticking the shaving cream brush into his mouth 

every time he speaks as Louise tries to get at him with the razor. 

 

Brian just happens to walk into the salon and asks Bev what time she will be around for 

supper and that his Mom will watch Harvey for her.  Alex recognized the voice and takes 

off the towel covering his eyes.  Bev shoves Louise out of the way just as the timer goes 

off but no one pays attention.  Brian recognizes Louise and blurts out her name which 

shocks everyone.  Louise gets mad at Alex and throws a towel at him.  As the two would-

be-lovers quarrel Bev is astonished.  She picks up the timer and tries to intervene.  

Eventually the whole story comes out.  Louise sheds a tear and then embraces Alex.  The 

two go off together while he wears the shaving cream on his face and she is still wearing 

her hair colour, plastic cap and the mud pack.  Bev and Brian start to laugh. 

 

Bev: Hi Louise, let‟s get you ready for your big night. 

Louise: I‟m so excited.  Alex is so wonderful.  He‟s kind and yet strong.  He‟s 

perfect in every way. 
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Bev: (still puzzled from the Remembrance scene) You two do seem very 

happy together.  So let‟s get started before anyone else gets here.  Do you still want 

to go with your usual colour? 

Louise: Why not go with something a little more daring.  What do you 

suggest? 

Bev: Well, have you ever tried going a bit lighter and maybe add some highlights.  

I know.  I‟ve got just the thing.  They sent me a new facial product that‟s supposed 

to tighten up your skin as it cleanses your pores and it also works to add just the 

right amount of tanning colour so that it looks natural.  Do you want to try it? 

You‟d be my first client. 

Louise: Sure, why not.  Let‟s do it.  Lighter colour and tanning facial.  And 

I‟d also like to go with a lot shorter cut.  I‟ve always looked younger that way. 

Bev: OK let‟s start with the colour and facial first and then choose the right cut.  

That way you don‟t have to decide what style you want all at once. 

Louise: (sits in the chair while the hair colour is applied) 

Bev: I‟ll time it so that your facial and colour will be done at the same time.  (she 

applies the colour and then covers it over with a big fancy cap)  Now I‟m ready to 

apply the facial.  Let me mix it up first.  Oh my, this is going to feel so good.  It‟s so 

rich and the texture is wonderful.  I think I might even try some myself sometime.  

(she begins to apply the thick and gooey blue coloured paste) Oh I love this product 

and you don‟t have to worry about it getting in your eyes.  The one thing we have to 

watch is the time.  We can‟t go over the time limit because of the tanning ingredient, 

but that‟s OK, I‟ll just set the timer and we‟ll wash it off when the timer goes off. 

(she finishes applying the facial and sets the timer)  Why don‟t you take a seat over 

there and wait while everything sets; you‟ll be more comfortable in one of these 

chairs. 

Louise: (moves over to one of the big chairs and gets comfortable.  Her face is 

completely covered and the hair cap is covering everything else so that she is also 

unrecognizable when Alex unexpectedly walks in.) 

Bev: (surprised) Uh, hi Alex (spoken deliberately so that Louise will hear his 

name)  What can I do for you? 

Louise: (quickly picks up a newspaper – upside down – to hide herself even more 

and slouches down in her seat but then lovingly watches the scene) 

Alex: (grumbling) I need a trim and a shave before I have to pick up Louise. (he 

sits down in the chair)  When are you leaving to pickup Brian? 

Bev: Oh, I suppose in another hour or so.  I have to get Harvey ready.  He‟s 

staying over on account of the fact that we won‟t get home until very late. 

Alex: Well, I won‟t be staying out late after the game.  Maybe drop Louise off and 

then see what‟s cookin‟ elsewhere. 

Bev: (shocked glances at Louise) Alex.  Why are you acting so strange? 

Louise: (drops newspaper and starts listening and frowning)  

Alex: Me acting strange.  What about Louise and her lover boy Murray? 

Louise: (acts shocked and gets on her feet) 

Bev: (spins the chair around so that he can‟t see Louise) 

Alex: Maybe he likes women with fat legs and turkey thighs. 

Louise: (angrily starts toward the chair but Bev motions her to sit down again) 
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Bev: You know, let‟s start with the shave and then the cut.  (she picks up the 

shaving bowl and begins to lather it up) 

Alex: Louise has mentioned his name before but I never paid much attention.  I 

must have been staring at her crooked nose and protruding forehead. (Louise now 

gets up again and goes for the razor while Bev is preoccupied with the shave) 

Bev: (quickly snatches a hot towel slapping it on his face) I hope that‟s not too 

hot for you. 

Louise: (now tries to get at Alex and dances full circle around the chair trying to get 

past Bev) 

Bev: (peels back the towel but keeping it over his eyes starts to lather his beard with 

lots and lots of soapy lather as she keeps her eye on Louise who keeps circling the 

chair trying to get at Alex.  Bev manages to keep herself between Louise and Alex as 

the chair spins Alex around like a top) 

Louise: (Louise moves away on her own and goes into her own little world as she 

slices the air pretending to slice up Alex, but occasionally hears Alex and gives him 

the evil eye as she waves the blade like a sword) 

Alex: And have you ever seen how she... 

Bev: (deliberately sticks the shaving brush into his mouth) Sorry Alex you need 

to keep your mouth shut or else you‟ll get a mouthful of soap. 

Alex: (tries to shake his head in agreement and spit out the soap) Too late I 

already tasted some. 

Louise: (now is furious and Bev has to keep jumping in front of her) 

Bev: (takes away the razor from Louise and prepares to shave him as Brian appears 

at the door)  

Brian: Hey Bev.  What time are you coming over for supper?  Mom is getting things 

ready for Harvey (he sees Louise who acts like she doesn‟t recognize him) Say is 

that you Louise? 

Alex: (before he has time to react to Brian sits up straight in his chair covered in 

soap and looks back and forth at both of them) 

Louise: (hurtfully) Alex, how could you.  (she picks up a towel and throws it at 

him) 

Brian: Is that you Mr. Watson? 

Alex: (sarcastically) Nice toss Ms Two-timer.  Did Murray teach you how to play 

“catch” as well? 

Louise: Well if you think my legs are too fat, what about your stomach, huh? 

Bev: (the timer goes off and Bev tries unsuccessfully to intervene) 

Alex: (defiantly) Why bother with just a six-pack when you can have the keg.  

Louise: But I already have a fridge at home and I don‟t need another one. (she 

starts to cry) Besides, Murray is a nice man... 

Alex: (victoriously) Aha! There you see, what a loser... 

Louise: (crying) he‟s not a loser and he‟s not my boy friend, he‟s my next door 

neighbour and married to my best friend Jessica and they have an adorable 

daughter named Bonnie.  (disgustingly)  I have no interest in him whatsoever.  I just 

wish he were back home so he could be with Jess and Bonnie more often.  There‟s 

never been anyone except you. 

Bev: (keeps trying to get Louise‟s attention about the timer) 
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Brian: (acts nervously as if he wants to disappear since he has heard and seen too 

many fights between his parents when they were together) 

Alex: (apologetically) But I thought you two were seeing each other behind 

my back. 

Louise: (pouting) Well you must have a pretty big back side since he‟s in 

Afghanistan right now. 

Alex: (comforting her) I remembered that part at least.  I was angry with you 

because I thought you were keeping secrets. 

Louise: And I was hurt by all the horrible things you just said. 

Alex: (still covered in shaving cream) Oh Louise, darling come here. (he reaches out 

his arms) 

Louise: (still wearing the facial and the hair colouring cap) Alex. (she bounces over 

to him with open arms) 

Alex: (they both pause as they hold each other then kiss mixing the blue facial with 

the white shaving cream) Let‟s get out of here and go back to your place it‟s closer.  

(he takes her arm and hurries her to the door) 

Louise:  OK.  (just before she exits the salon she says) But this thing on my face is 

really starting to itch. 

Bev: (once more tries to catch Louise but to no avail then speaks to Brian)  Oh well. 

Brian: Those two are so right for each other. 

THE SCENE ENDS WITH BEV CLOSING UP THE SALON AND BRIAN 

WAVING GOODBYE TO HER.  SHE PICKS UP THE BOWL WITH THE 

REMAINING FACIAL PRODUCT AND IS ABOUT TO USE SOME HERSELF 

AS THE LIGHTS GO OUT LEAVING THE AUDIENCE WONDERING WHAT 

IF ANYTHING SHE DOES TO HER OWN FACE. 

Scene II 
Supper with Bev, Harvey, Brian, Brian’s Mom (Karen) and her friend (Jeffrey)  

 

While having supper together everyone tells stories about their lives, the news and the 

weather which is a lot more winter-like. 

 

Bev: I‟m really looking forward to the game.  It‟ll be my first time at a real NHL 

game.  Thanks for taking Harvey for the night. 

Karen: He can sleep in Brian‟s old room.  We left the hockey wallpaper up 

and all his action figures. 

Brian: Ya, Mom loves to embarrass me in front of my friends by showing them the 

hockey hall of shame. 

Jeffrey: That‟s not so bad.  When I was growing up I always wanted a pony.  

Best we could do was a wooden hobby horse that I loved to ride.  I wore one of those 

felt cowboy hats that synch up with a whistle on the end.  I had a holster and two 

western cap guns.  I‟d ride that horse, shoot off my cap guns and blow that whistle.  

It was also during the time when parent‟s made lots of home movies and took lots of 

pictures.  Our rec room in the basement was filled with those pictures; even poster 
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sized ones of me riding Skippy.  Do you know how embarrassed I was?  I couldn‟t 

dare take anyone down there.  One birthday party, my Dad decided to show off his 

home movies to all my friends. 

Brian:  That‟s totally embarrassing.  We do have things in common. 

Karen: (looks fondly at Jeffrey) You two should probably get a move on. 

Jeffrey: Harvey is there anything you‟d like to do tonight? 

Harvey: Is it OK Mom if I get to stay up a bit late and play with Brian‟s 

PlayStation.  Please. 

Bev: It‟s OK with me, but not too late. 

Brian:  You better practise up some of your defensive moves kiddo, or I‟ll 

beat you again after breakfast.  That goalie of yours needs some serious ice time. 

Karen: Don‟t worry about the dishes.  I‟ll clean up.  I hope the roads aren‟t 

too slippery.  It‟s been wintery out there. 

Bev: Thanks Karen this has been a great start to a wonderful evening. (Bev and 

Brian exit) 

Jeffrey: Tell me more about yourself.  What position do you play? 

Harvey: I usually play forward.  I‟m not a good back skater.  I can shoot 

pretty good and I like to go for the net.  I play a lot of street hockey with my friends 

too.  Maybe Brian can teach me a few things so I could learn some more.  He‟s 

pretty good at a lot of sports. 

Jeffrey: I think he‟d like that.  Let‟s ask him tomorrow and see. 

 

KAREN CLEARS THINGS AWAY AS JEFFREY AND HARVEY SIT AND 

CHAT. 

Scene III a 
Hockey Night in Ottawa with Alex, Brian, Louise and Bev 

 

Bev and Brian take their seats.  Bev then leaves to get some refreshments.  Alex shows 

up and is a bit distressed.  Bev returns with food as the pre-game skate ends. He tells Bev 

that Louise called him earlier on his cell phone to say that she would be a bit late and that 

she would get there on her own.  Bev reassures Alex that things will be fine although she 

is now starting to worry about her style work with Louise.  Alex is going over the game 

program and informs everyone “I see this is Ottawa Sens Fan Night and that there are 

prizes for the most fanatical fan”   

 

Just then Louise arrives from behind wearing a team jersey, Sens flag handkerchief over 

her hair.  Her face is beet red with 2 Sens logos on her cheeks and there are pale white 

circles around her eyes where there was no mud pack.  Bev is shocked but says nothing at 

all.  Brian is smiling and about to laugh, but compliments Louise on her team spirit.  Alex 

gets out of his seat and is thrilled to see her and comments to her that she has gone to a 

lot of trouble to look nice for the game.  He then realizes that her face really is red.  Bev 

tries to intervene and explain.  Alex quickly recovers by saying “Well at least you still 

have your beautiful dark brown hair as he reaches over and slips off the kerchief 
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revealing that her hair has turned bright orange.  Brian can’t hold back the laughter; Bev 

is almost in tears and is profoundly apologizing and Alex, the true gentleman embraces 

Louise and says nothing but kind words to her. 

 

Bev: Aren‟t these great seats?  Feels like you‟re right next to the action. 

Brian: Awesome.  There‟s Daniel Alfredsson. 

Bev: I‟m going to get some snacks.  Mr. Watson and Louise should be getting here 

soon.  I‟m so afraid what she‟s going to look like.  Those products I put on her hair 

and face stayed on a lot longer than I anticipated.  I‟ll be right back. (she exits) 

Alex: (shows up looking a bit worried) Hi Brian, where‟s Bev? 

Brian: Oh, she just went to the snack bar.  She should be back soon.  Where‟s 

Louise? 

Bev: (she returns with drinks and snacks)  Aren‟t these great seats.  My 

friend Kathryn won them.  She just loves the Senators.  Too bad she had to miss it.  

Where‟s Louise? 

Alex: I dunno.  She called me on my cell phone over an hour ago and said she had 

some things to do before the game.  She told me to go on ahead without her and that 

she would get here on her own, hopefully not too late.  What do you think she meant 

by that? 

Bev: (nervously) Stop worrying about her Alex.  She just wants to look her best 

for you tonight and surprise you. 

Alex: (reading from his program) I see this is Ottawa Sens Fan Night and that 

there are prizes for the most fanatical fan. 

Louise: (shyly approaches wearing a Senators jersey, two Sens logos on her cheeks, 

a Sens flag as a kerchief) 

Bev: (horrified) Oh my goodness here she is. 

Brian: (almost begins to laugh) Hey Louise.  Great outfit.  You‟re a sure bet to 

win the Fan contest with all that stuff on. 

Alex: (politely stands up and helps her to her seat) Darling!  You look terrific I 

had no idea you were such an avid sports fan.  Let me just look at you.  (he reaches 

over to touch her face)  

Louise: (winces in pain) 

Alex: I‟m sorry dear.  What did you use to colour your face with? 

Bev: (shocked and horrified) I think maybe I can explain it to you later, Alex. 

Alex: (boldly reaches over and without warning slips off the kerchief)  Well, 

at least you still have your beautiful dark brown hair. 

Louise: (protests to no avail) No. Please don‟t.  (too late, the kerchief falls off 

revealing starchy looking bright orange hair.  Quickly she puts the flag kerchief 

back on again and looks at Alex for his reaction) 

Brian: (this time he can‟t hold back the laughter)  Jeez Louise take a look up 

at the scoreboard your face is on the jumbotron. 

Sub Scene Act III 3 a (audience stage right) 
Don Cherry, Ron MacLean on stage right 
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Don is saying things like “You kids out there…. Gotta have team spirit and all.”  Ron 

talks about the referees; Don interrupts him to say a few words about his bright yellow tie 

for the troops and about the lad with the promising career in hockey who lost both of his 

legs in Afghanistan.  Ron cues Don regarding the Sens Fan with the most spirit as the 

spotlight turns to Louise.  Cherry says, “It has got to go to the red faced women with all 

the Sens logos on her face and covering her hair with the Sens flag and all.”  Ron then 

says “Certainly she makes us all feel red faced by comparison at the end of this 

instalment of the Coach’s Corner  as we yellow tie a ribbon ’round the old oak tree.” Don 

and Ron then exchange looks with one another as Don does his classic outstretched arms 

display and gives his signature thumbs up. 

 

Ron: So what do you think of the game? 

Don: Boy I tell ya tonight‟s another great one for all you kids out there.  This is 

what all yer hard work is for and ya gotta learn how to skate both ways and away 

from the puck.  Hey,  d‟ya see the great team spirit from the bench when they 

scored that last goal? 

Ron: I thought the referee should have blown for a faceoff before the puck went in. 

Don: The referee... what‟re ya goin on about the referee for.  The guy had nothin 

to do with it. 

Ron: Well, speaking of nothing. Why don‟t you tell us about your tie. 

Don: (leans forward and pulls out his tie from his blazing brown jacket) Hey 

this ain‟t about nothing eh. George can you get a good shot o‟ this.  This is 

important stuff here!  So y‟all gotta remember to support the troops just like I do. 

Now! I received an email from a gal working over there at the Tim Horton‟s (stops) 

hey, can I say Tim Horton‟s on the air? 

Ron: You just did. 

Don: Right! Hey that guy was a really great hockey player too eh. (chuckles) 

Anyhow, gotta get serious for a moment here. This gal, she tells me all about a 

young Canadian soldier who lost both his legs in a roadside attack this is a guy who 

also was a great hockey player, had hopes of playin in the NHL.  Well let me tell 

y‟all somethin.  This guy‟s got a ton o‟ heart.  He can play in any league in my books 

and I just want to say thank you to him and his family for all ya done over there.  

That‟s what great  Canadians are made of eh.  (giving his thumbs up) Y‟er a beauty. 

Keep it up. 

Ron: Well, speaking of greatness tonight is the Sens fanatical fan night and we 

have the winner now up on the scoreboard. 

Don: Right.  And it has to go to the red faced woman with the Sens logos all over 

her face there and coverin her hair with the Sens flag and everythin.  It doesn‟t get 

any classier that that! 

Ron: Certainly she makes us all feel red faced by comparison at the end of this 

instalment of the Coach‟s Corner as we yellow tie a ribbon ‟round the old oak tree. 

(they both exchange looks with one another as Ron feels Don‟s “oak coloured” 

jacket and Cherry does his classic outstretched arms display. 
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Return to Act III 3 b 
The two are now in love as Bev watches them both and Brian cheers the Sens who have 

just scored a goal. 

Alex: You‟re lovely enough in my eyes darling. 

Louise: Even with my fleshy thighs and crooked nose. 

Alex: (said quickly without looking at Louise so he can watch the game) Actually, I 

hadn‟t even noticed those things at all.  He shoots he scores!  Yesssss, it‟s all tied up 

now. 

Bev: (mournfully) It certainly is. 

THE SCENE ENDS WITH ALEX ELATED, LOUISE FEELING SORE AND A 

BIT REJECTED WHILE BEV IS HAPLESS AND NOT QUITE SURE HOW TO 

REACT. 

Scene IV 
Lunchroom at school with Anne, Pat and Bonnie 

The scene takes place in the school cafeteria.  Anne is sitting at one of the tables when 

Bonnie arrives.  Pat comes afterward.  All three girls are classmates and best friends.  

They usually sit together at the same table and talk about their plans for going to 

Disneyland when Bonnie’s dad Murray takes his HLTA.  The conversation moves on to 

talking about their situations and how circumstances impact their lives. 

 

Anne: Hi Bonnie.  (Bonnie enters and sits down with her lunch)  Heard that your dad 

get’s home soon.  Must be nice to see him after so long.  You must be pretty excited 

about your trip too.  Disneyland.   Wow.  I’ve been there you’re gonna love it.  Anyway, 

I’ve got to get to choir practice.  See ya after class (gets up to go as Pat enters carrying 

her lunch)  Hi Pat.  Gotta run. 

Pat: (sits down) Hi Bonnie.  I have some great news.  You mom and my mom 

finally had a talk to day.  (long pause) 

Bonnie: (excited and impatiently) And….. 

Pat: (teasing Bonnie by holding back) Well, first they talked about the weather 

(giggles) then they talked about doing laundry and going grocery shopping…. 

Bonnie: (impatiently) Patty.  Stop it!  What did your mom say? 

Pat: (acting puzzled) About what? 

Bonnie: (starting to get irritated) About what.  Are you kidding me… 

Pat: Oh.  You mean did she say anything about me?  (long pause) 

Bonnie: (concedes to play this silly game) Yes.  What did your mom say about you? 

Pat: (cheekily) Oh, nothing.  (long pause) 

Bonnie: Nothing? 

Pat: (reaches across the table and takes Bonnie’s hands) Actually, she only talked 

about you (short pause, then slowly) and how much fun we would both have (short 

pause) together, ummmm… (very fast) together at Disneyland. 

Bonnie: (shrieks with joy) 

Pat: (sarcastically)  Don’t act so depressed about it.  (politely) Mom said I 

could go if you wanted me to go and since you’re not sure if you want me? (pouts) 
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Bonnie: Right.  Let me think about this.  (puts a finger against her nose and looks 

up) 

Pat: (apologetically) OK.  I’m sorry for teasing you. 

Bonnie: Of course I want you there.  So, what else did they talk about? 

Pat: Not much.  I’ll have to start saving my minimum wage allowance and doing more 

things to earn extra spending money.  This is going to be so awesome!  I never thought 

I’d ever get there.  (catches herself and looks at Bonnie)  What about you?  You must 

have feelings about your dad having to go back when it’s over. 

Bonnie: It’s not so bad.  I say my prayers every night and mom lets me talk on the 

phone when he calls.  When mom’s not working we do things together.  It helps make the 

days go by faster. 

Pat:  I never knew my dad.  Mom says they didn’t get along.  They split up after 

I was born.  I get stuff from him on my Birthday and Christmas. I guess I never tried to 

figure it out on my own. 

Bonnie: (feeling sorry) I never knew that before.  (perks up)  You know something.  

We’re gonna have the best time ever.  Just like sisters, eh!  (curiously questioning) Think 

my dad can handle two of us?  He get’s to play dad for the both of us. 

Pat: (happy) I’d like that.  Your dad is so cool.  (smartly)  And we get to have 

twice the fun.  Cinderella’s Castle here we come.  (both girls get up and move toward 

stage right) 

Bonnie: (humorously turns to Pat) I get to be Cinderella and you can be…. 

Pat: (quick come back) Wait.  The ugly sister.  Gee thanks. 

Bonnie:  (cleverly) I was thinking maybe Snow White.  But you’re absolutely right 

stick with it. (nodding her head)  Hey, we better get going, I think the bell’s about to ring. 

Pat: OK.  I’ll let you win that one, just watch out for me next time. (short pause) Sis. 

BONNIE REACTS TO BEING CALLED A SISTER AND HUGS PAT. THE 

SCENE COMES TO A CLOSE AS BOTH GIRLS HEAD OFF TO CLASS AND 

CARRY ON THEIR OWN CONVERSATION FOR A WHILE UNTIL THEY 

EXIT OFF STAGE. 

Scene V a 
Christmas Eve with Bev, Louise, Brian and Alex  

Bev is closing up her salon for Christmas as she reads to herself another email sent to her 

from Kathryn.  There’s Christmas music in the air. 

 

Bev: (she sweeps up a bit and arranges things on her table then she sits in her chair 

and takes out her latest email from Kathryn. 

Sub Scene Act III 5 a (audience stage left) 
Kathryn reads her email letter from the Readers stand which is on the audience 

Left side of the stage. 
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Kathryn: (reading from a stage left riser) You‟re probably just getting ready to 

close up for the holidays.  It‟s busy here.  We‟re never closed.  Some got to go home 

but very few.  We try our best to cheer everyone up but it‟s not easy.  Strange thing 

is they all want to cheer me up by saying “Aren‟t you going home for Christmas?”  I 

feel good about being here.  It‟s quiet at night too.  It‟s not like winter back home.  

Like everyone else I get a bit choked up when I see the children who have never had 

a celebration like Christmas.  It‟s a clear night tonight and the stars are out.  I hope 

you enjoyed the game and I‟m glad to hear that Brian and Alex are getting along.  

Gosh darn it.  I wasn‟t going to get teary eyed but I can‟t help it.  A lack of sleep.  

LOL and way too much coffee.  I‟ll be better when Christmas is over and I can stop 

thinking about it because everything else around here is pretty much normal.  I 

mean you wouldn‟t notice anything different from one night to the next.  When I 

finish work I often just stick around and mingle at the tables.  Cindy was just here 

and we talked about other things besides her work.  She and I both love to knit and 

we also love cats.  I‟m going to help her find her brother when we get back.  That is 

if we end up on the same flight.  What am I saying? That‟s such a long way off in the 

future and regardless, I am going to do it.  They had to stop playing Christmas 

music so much because it was making everyone here homesick.  Peace on Earth and 

Good will to all mankind.  These were once just words on a card.  Now they really 

mean something.  Merry Christmas.  I‟ve already got the mistletoe spot staked out 

in case a certain someone that I met happens to walk under it.  There are rules 

about fraternization and I respect that.  But this guy‟s been separated for over two 

years now.  Be still my heart. Joy to the World.  Love Kathryn. 

 

PS I heard once that the fighting was supposed to slow down in the cold season but 

there have been six Canadians killed already this month.  It all started on the fifth; 

we lost three.  I likely served the Private and the Corporal.  I seem to recall their 

faces.  Nice guys.  I also think I mighta met the Warrant too.  Sure enough, bad 

things do seem to come in threes.  Eleven days ago we lost another three more fellas 

from the Maritimes all because of those damned roadside bombs.  It‟s hard knowing 

those attacks come without any warning.  Makes me so mad.  I wanna scream and 

cry at the same time.  The Padres are great too, they really know how to keep 

people‟s spirits alive and they just seem to be everywhere at once. Love Kathryn. 

 

Chaplain: (enters Readers Stage beside Kathryn while reading from her Diary)

 I‟ve just finished a few more pastoral calls.  I haven‟t even had time to 

prepare my sermon for Christmas Eve!  I‟m thinking about all the things that have 

come into the world to bring Peace.  I‟m also asking myself, “What is this world 

coming to?”  I keep a prayer list of the families who have lost loved ones.  I‟ve never 

before felt so compelled to pray for others as I do now; for those who are living with 

their grief. Knowing we‟re all connected through prayer, even in the face of death, 

helps me, especially when there is little else I can offer except consolation and a 

listening ear.  It‟s never enough.  Life is so fragile. We all carry with us the 

experiences and the moments we cherish. It‟s never easy feeling such emptiness 

inside that time won‟t heal.  As I look at the official photos now, I realize each one 

was caught in that moment, wondering if the picture would be used for just this 
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purpose.  I much prefer to remember each person as he lived.  That‟s how I should 

remember them, and give thanks for their enthusiasm, their joy in living. Now, it's 

time to get ready.  

Return to Act III 5 b 
Louise is waiting on tables with happy people ordering turkey with stuffing.  

 

Louise: (happily she waits on tables as people stop by for a quick bite or a coffee) 

Sub Scene Act III 5 b (audience stage left) 
Stage left there is a small tree decorated by the troops that are serving in 
Afghanistan and who won’t be home for Christmas. 

 

Cindy: (dressed in Cadpat places a gift under a small tree and then lifts her head up 

and blows a kiss as if to one of the stars) 

Commanding Officer: (dressed in Cadpat flips open a cell phone to send a text 

message) 

Tan Cadpat Soldier: (dressed in Cadpat opens a small gift and receives a picture of 

his new born child.  The sound of a baby cry is heard in the background)  

Return to Act III 5 c 
Alex is in his office marking papers for midterm grades  

 

Alex: (is alone at the left end (audience Left) of the main stage area. He pauses for a 

while marking his papers and picks up a picture from his desk of Louise.  Then he 

carefully wraps up something in a small box and signs the gift card.) 
 

Brian: (enters from audience stage right. Karen and Jeffrey walk into the same 

room) Jeff, I want you to have this.  It‟s not much of a present but I wanted to get 

you something.  (he looks at his mom) It‟s kinda meant for the both of you.  It‟s a 

picture of the three of us together out at the lake.  I got it framed for you both. 

Karen: (gives Brian a big hug) 

Jeffrey: (handing over the keys to his vehicle) How would you like to drive us all 

to the church service? 

Brian: You mean it.  In the Escalade.  That‟s awesome.  But I thought we were all 

going to walk there.  It seems strange to be driving, it‟s just around the corner. 

Jeffrey: Well I was just thinking that since you passed your learner‟s permit 

the other day and there‟s still some daylight left for you to drive.  But if you‟d 

rather walk. 

Brian: No. No. No. No. No. I‟ll be safe with you two in the car and besides both of 

you can‟t be playin‟ in the back seat.  One of you has to be riding up front. 

Jeffrey: Let‟s go. 
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Sub Scene Act III 5 c (audience stage left) 
The Commanding Officer is alone in the office.  Whi le preparing to make the next 

casualty announcement a phone call comes in from back home.  

 

Commanding Officer: (enters Readers stand to audience Left holding notes takes 

the call facing to the right off stage) Hi John. (pause) I‟m doing OK, just going 

over notes before I have to speak.  There‟s just no easy way to get through this.  I 

can‟t help feeling the loss.  We were playing sports yesterday to relax and take some 

of the pressure off.  He had a question for me and I never took the time to answer.  

(pause, nodding)  Still, it bothers me that I‟ll never know what was on his mind.  

(pause)  He was the same age as our Sheila.  It‟s incredible how fast things happen.  

You‟re always on guard, always vigilant and the moment you let down your guard 

you need to get it back quickly no matter how tired or how scared.  We help out 

each other that way.  It‟s a pact and I hold it altogether.  (pause) Thanks, I needed 

the call.  You‟re a hero to me too.  I have to go now.  Love you. (makes a full turn to 

the left side) 
 

An Orders Group forms up to the Commanding Officer’ s left including Cindy, Gary 

and the Tan Cadpat soldier.  

 

Commanding Officer: There has just been a roadside bomb attack to the north 

and a Trooper was killed as a result of the explosion.  Three others were airlifted to 

KAF and are reported in good condition. 

 

Quatre soldats sont décédés durant les deux dernières semaines. Par ailleurs, onze 

insurgés talibans, dont le responsable d‟une unité de bombes artisanales ont été tués 

lors d‟une opération de sécurité régionale.

I continue to be proud of your efforts and respectful of those who made the ultimate 

sacrifice.  Our efforts are making a difference and we continue to move forward 

with our mission. 

 

THE SCENE ENDS WITH EVERYONE ON STAGE DOING WHAT THEY 

ARE ACCUSTOMED TO DOING IN THEIR ORDINARY LIVES BOTH IN 

CANADA AND IN AFGHANISTAN WITH THE ECHO OF THE WORDS OUR 

EFFORTS ARE MAKING A DIFFERENCE AND WE CONTINUE TO MOVE 

FORWARD WITH OUR MISSION. THE LIGHTS SLOWLY GO OUT AS THE 

THIRD ACT COMES TO A CLOSE. 
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ACT FOUR Choral Music Presentation 

(Summer, Fall, Winter, and Spring) 

 

ACT FIVE (EPILOGUE) 

Narrator: Springtime is rapidly approaching.  Basketball season is in full swing (Brian 

walks across the stage carrying a basketball to meet Alex).  Alex and Brian have bonded 

together and are well on their way to winning the championship (they give each other a 

high five before exiting stage right). 

 

Valentine’s Day is celebrated both here and in Afghanistan. (Gary and Kathryn briefly 

stroll together drinking coffees on the reader’s stage then exit, Jeffrey and Karen enter 

from stage audience left holding hands and occasionally glancing toward each other as 

they exit stage audience right, followed by Louise and Alex who enter audience stage left 

then Alex kneels down to make his proposal and gives Louise her a ring then they both 

dash across the stage and exit stage audience right). 

 

Bev keeps up with her son’s hockey games while the Stanley Cup playoffs loom in the 

not too distant future. (They walk across the stage together from audience left to audience 

right with Harvey wearing his equipment and carrying his skates and stick and exit stage 

left) 

 

Louise’s neighbour Jessica is very pregnant and is showing more and more each day.  

(Jessica, Bonnie and Pat move across the stage from audience left to audience right and 

exit stage audience right.) 

 

Finally the day comes when the troops return home and all four go to meet the arrival of 

the bus. 

 

(The bus pulls up off stage and the sound of air brakes is heard.) 

 

(Four people Kathryn, Gary, Cindy and Murray enter the main stage from the audience 

stage left.  Brian’s Dad (Gary) appears to be talking with Kathryn who is Bev’s client and 

friend.  Kathryn appears to be introducing Cindy to the Afghanistan group who are 

huddled together.  The Afghanistan group moves toward centre stage just as Bev, Harvey, 

Alex, Louise, Brian, Karen, Jeffrey, Jessica, Bonnie and Pat enter audience stage right. 

 

(Bev’s client Kathryn is standing close to Brian’s Dad as they too have become good 

close friends.) 
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(Murray, who is talking with the other three from Afghanistan.) 

 

(Alex unexpectedly sees Cindy for the first time and is completely shocked.  He starts 

waving and Cindy recognizes him as they both rush to embrace each other as brother and 

sister.  Gary and Kathryn separate from each other to go and meet their greeters, while 

Murray does the same and moves to be with his family) 

 

(Jeffrey, Karen and Brian still wearing his basketball championship medal look for Gary 

who recognizes them next.  Gary moves away from Kathryn who goes to Bev and moves 

to greet his son Brian with a big embrace.  Brian knows now that it’s OK for him to love 

his Dad and support his Mom’s new friend without being disloyal.  Brian brings his dad 

over to his mom (Karen) and introduces his dad to Jeffrey.) 

 

(Bev and Harvey wait together for Kathryn to join them after leaving Gary’s side.  Bev 

has kept all her email letters and looks forward to retelling those same stories and events 

over again with Kathryn.)   

 

(Louise and Alex are waiting with Jessica, Bonnie and Pat who are all holding on to each 

other and waiting for Murray.  When Bonnie sees her dad she let’s out a cry) 

Bonnie: Daddy.  Over here. 

 

(Murray greets Jessica first and then Louise with Alex keeping a close eye on them.  

Louise shows Murray her ring.) 

 

(Kathryn brings Bev over to meet Gary who is with Karen, Brian and Jeffrey.) 

 

(Brian’s Dad Gary tries to hide his apparent interest in Bev’s client, Kathryn while in 

front of Brian who soon recognizes that there is something special going on between 

them as Bev introduces Brian to Kathryn.) 

 

Brian:  You know dad, mom and Jeffrey are a great couple.  Mom’s happy. 

 

(Gary, Brian’s Dad notices the change in his son’s attitude toward him for the better and 

embraces him even more.  Gary, Brian’s Dad turns toward Kathryn, reaches into his 

pocket and hands back the iPod ear buds to Bev’s client Kathryn. 

 

Gary: (somewhat dramatically) Don’t worry about me, I won’t be needing them 

anymore, besides there’ll be plenty more back home, I’ll be doing just fine. 

Kathryn: (warmly receives them with her hands clasped around his.) 

Gary: (turns to his son Brian and gives him back the iPod)  I’ve learned how this 

works now; you should listen to what I put on it for you.  By the way, you can keep this 

one.  I’m going for a bigger one for myself.  (pause) Just kidding.” 
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(Louise leaves Murray and his wife Karen to get re-acquainted and moves past Bev and 

Kathryn who are feverishly chatting with Alex and his sister Cindy just to be beside him 

and enjoy the moment.) 

 

(The players move to open up centre stage) 

 

(Everyone is bubbling over with enthusiasm and excitement and talking about how four 

people back home who had never met before came together and shared their lives with 

one another while their significant others in the military miraculously met as the same 

foursome.) 

 

Bev: (looking around her at everyone) Isn’t it a miracle that the four of you met 

over there while the four of us were  getting to know each other back here. 

Louise: (excitedly) You want to know what else is a miracle?  Alex and I are having a 

baby!
